COURSE DESCRIPTION:

Successful figure painting emphasizes the complexity, variety, innovation, and relevance of the practice of drawing and painting in

contemporary art and design.   Art 334 is a figure painting course that prepares students through direct observation.  Art 334 will emphasize

strong fundamental skills, process development, materials, draftsmanship, and experimentation with increasing attention on the conceptual

as well as the perceptual.  A progressive understanding of materials with a broader development of critical vocabulary is also covered.

Working with an assortment of traditional media we will explore fundamental techniques such as line, contour analysis and value to illustrate

form and space.  We will study anatomy,  figure/ground relationships, composition plotting and layout, planar value, light and shadow analysis,

color theory and the fundamentals of perspective. We will further discuss form and content.

Technical mastery is achieved through the studio process and procedures, in which the painter is exploring the drawing and placing of the

figure in a space through both representational and abstract means. The experienced figure painter is challenged to explore technical mastery

through research and study and the development of a conceptual strategy that places the figure in a contemporary context.  

 

The advanced or intermediate painter should begin to look for solutions that push the boundaries of traditional representation. The beginner

is encouraged to pursue more modest goals; the creation of space through drawing and placement of the figure, in a space. The emphasis is

also upon having a meaningful exploration of color and form.  

 

While expressive painting is encouraged, a credible solution is reliant upon more traditional relationships such as value contrast, gesture,

rhythm and repetition, balance, proportion, dominance, economy, and space.  

 

Critiques are an important part of the studio program and students are strongly encourage to involve themselves in this dialogue.

Developing a critical eye and the articulation of a set of values helps me to evaluate and assess the growth of the individual, and is reflected in

the final grade at the end of the term.  

ALSO:

Deadlines are mandatory just as in the professional world. Student process and progress will be documented and presented within each

project.   As assigned, they will consist of research > thumbnail stage > process drawings > final crit piece(s)/presentation. ​

Combined conceptual thinking, critical thinking (verbal/visual vocabulary), creative thinking (problem solving), strong technical and

communication skills, as well as imagination are crucial.

During class there will be lectures, demonstrations of techniques, discussions and critiques that you will be asked to participate in, individual

one on one help, and time to draw from life.

You will assigned reading from the text and you will be expected to use proper vocabulary as the term progresses. You will also be expected to

use these terms in critiquing your work and the work of others.

Goals and Objectives:   

By completing this course you will:

1. Describe and speak articulately and critically about their work and the work of other artists.

2. Understand the fundamental elements and principles of art and design and their integral relationship to the drawing and painting process.

3. Apply the fundamental elements and principles of art and design and how they translate into their choice of materials to express issues such

as content and subject matter.  

4. Analyze and paint a variety of subjects from observation and imagination.  Given a problem, determine the strategies that would be

necessary to solve it (experimentation).

5. Evaluate and critique the work of others as well as their own work and make improvement suggestions.

6. Create work that demonstrates technical proficiency with emphasis on process, refined craftsmanship and communicating an idea

visually.  Students will display their work in a final online portfolio.

You will be responsible for:

FOUR monthly personal paintings/projects that demonstrate research and process work.

ONE ‘One page a day’ sketchbook -- a dedicated Art334 sketchbook (at least 9x12)  Include: life drawing, master copies, imaginative

sketching, thumbnail explorations, collage, media experimentation, perspective studies, and your 'idea morgue'.

Final portfolio of your work that best demonstrates your process/progress.

Photographed documentation of your work is mandatory.

POST to google slides your project process and finish work on the crit dates for grading. 

Final Portfolio and online submission of all of the above.

​Splined canvases differ from traditional side-stapled canvas in that canvas is attached with a spline at the rear of the frame. This allows the

artist to incorporate painted edges into the artwork itself without staples at the sides, and the artwork can be displayed without a frame.

Splined canvas can be restretched by adjusting the spline.

Stapled canvases stay stretched tighter over a longer period of time, but are more difficult to re-stretch when the need arises.

Canvas boards are made of cardboard with canvas stretched over and glued to a cardboard backing, and sealed on the backside. The canvas is

typically linen primed for a certain type of paint. They are primarily used by artists for quick studies.

GRADING

Attendance is mandatory - Attendance will be taken every class. Three unexcused absences will result in your final grade decreasing by one

letter grade (that is, you are allowed two unexcused absences, without penalty).  (An absence will be considered excused based on the

university’s policy). For example, if your final grade is a 'C', three unexcused absences will cause it to fall to a 'D'. Subsequent absences will

cause it to fall further, one third of a grade for each absence. Arriving to class late and/or leaving early three times will count as one unexcused

absence. To avoid unexcused absences, please consult with me before you miss class.

Projects will each be graded on a scale of 20.  Project rubric is based on 20 points for 5 categories (0-4 x 5 = 20 total) for each project.  Each

category serves as a guide for your content (subject matter, meaning) and form (composition, elements/principles of design).

This course is intended for the art student who is committed to developing his or her creative potential, and to gaining a solid foundational

understanding of drawing. You will be graded on demonstrable knowledge of the subject matter, ability, effort, quality of your work, creativity,

and attendance. 

Work not submitted on the designated due date will be considered late.  Project grades will decrease by one full grade for each class the

project is late. Work will not be accepted if missed due to an unexcused absence.  Freshman will receive mid-term grades. Final Digital

Portfolios will be uploaded to your instructor at the end of the semester and graded as above.  Final grades will be based upon the average of

your project grades, your final portfolio grade, attendance, and weighted for effort and class participation. Please be aware that we will have

class critiques in which work is shared and discussed. By being part of this class, we each agree to address other people and their work with

respect.  

A = Outstanding.  Expansive investigation of ideas and excellent composition. All assignments completed on time. Insightful contributions to

critiques. Student goes substantially above and beyond minimum requirements.

Extraordinary work, extra effort. Work goes beyond assigned expectations, pursues concepts and techniques above and beyond what was

discussed in class. Risks are taken in the pursuit of creative ideas.

B = Above Average.  Substantial investigation of concepts and compositions.  All assignments completed on time, insightful contributions to

critique.

C = Average.  All assignments done competently and completed on time.  Strong participation in critique.

D = Marginal Work.  Late projects, limited investigation of ideas, incoherent compositions.  Limited contributions to critiques.

F = Unsatisfactory Work.  Course failure due to minimal idea development, disjointed compositions, lack of participation, late assignments, or

excessive absences.

Assessment:

Final grades will be based upon the average of your project grades, your final portfolio documentation, attendance, effort and class

participation.  Your grades for the term are calculated based on the following percentages:

STUDIO RULES AND MODEL ETIQUETTE:

This course typically utilizes life drawing models but this will be impacted by the COVID situation and campus safety.  As we utilize models,

be aware that walking in late while a model is posing is rude and disruptive.  The door will be closed and locked at the start of class and will

not be opened until the end of class out of respect for the models and students.  So be on time and do not knock. 

Be kind and polite and we won't have any issues.

DO NOT

attempt to direct the model

touch the model

photograph the model

chat with the model when they are modeling

make comments about the model's body

laugh loudly in the room at any time the model is posing

invade the model's personal space

ask the model about your drawing

ask personal questions such as their last name, where they live, etc., or ask the model for a date

STUDIO RULES

ABSOLUTELY:

NO listening to portable media players, earbuds, earphones, headphones, or texting during class.  

This includes breaks.  Use the  short break times for peer review and  feedback.  

NO phone use in class or resting it on your easel while working.  

Keep it in your pocket or bag on vibrate - take calls or texts outside of class in an emergency.

PHONES and laptops may be used for research and viewing reference material on specific days.

If you won't be using it for reference, keep it in your pocket or bag on vibrate - take calls or texts outside of class in an emergency.

•                      Documentation of Art & Design Projects from ALL CORE classes for CORE REVIEW: It is essential that you document all of your

work from all of your CORE classes. You will need high quality (clear, color-balanced, high resolution) images of your art and design

assignments for the required CORE Review.  It is highly recommended that, in addition to storage on your computer, that you store these

images on a back-up drive and in some form of cloud storage.  The submission of images of your work from your CORE classes is

a requirement of CORE Review, which is a requirement to advance in the department to complete your BA or BFA degree.  It is also an

important professional practice.

•                      Absences due to serious illness or death within a student's family, or other serious family emergency;
